CEC-Kargil Launches First-of-Its-Kind and Historic Employee Transfer Portal

Kargik, February 05, 2026: Marking a major milestone and a historic moment, Chairman/CEC, LAHDC Kargil, Dr.
Mohd. Jaffer Akhoon today virtually launched the historic Employee Transfer Portal of LAHDC-Kargil. On the
occasion, Member of Parliament, Ladakh, Mohd.
