AN-32 Kargil Courier Service Commences for Winter Season; 82 Passengers Air-lifted on Day One

Kargil, February 07, 2026: The AN-32 Kargil Courier Service commenced today for the winter season, ensuring
continued air connectivity for the people of Kargil during the harsh winter months.
