
DC Drass visits Eastern Portal of Zojila Tunnel project; lauds sincere efforts of officials/workers of MEIL 

Drass, May 13, 2026: Deputy Commissioner, Drass, Imteeaz Kacho (JKAS) visited the Eastern Portal of the Zojila 

Tunnel today to review the progress of the project and to meet the officials and workers of Megha Engineering 

& Infrastructures Ltd. (MEIL). 

He was accompanied by Superintendent of Police, Drass, Ishtyaq Kacho (JKPS) and Sub-Divisional Magistrate,

He reiterated that 

the Zojila Tunnel project is of immense significance for improving all-weather connectivity and for boosting 

economic and tourism activities in the region.
