CEC Dr. Jaffer Akhoon attends Final Match of Ghadeer Premier League Cricket Tournament

Kargil, August 07, 2025 - Chief Executive Councillor (CEC), LAHDC Kargil, Dr. Mohd Jaffer Akhoon, attended the
final match of the Ghadeer Premier League Cricket Tournament as the Chief Guest. The event was organized by
the Cricket Association Ghadeer Pishu and held at Khree Sultan Choo Stadium, Biamathang, Kargil.

Ahmad Ali was
declared both Man of the Match and Player of the Series, receiving 5,000 and 2,000 respectively for his
exceptional performances throughout the tournament. Several other players were felicitated for their individual
achievements during the league.
