
17 trainees of ITI Kargil complete 15-day skill development program in horticulture at ICAR-IARI, New Delhi 

Kargil, March 29, 2025: Seventeen trainees from the Horticulture trade of Government ITI Kargil successfully 

completed a 15-day skill development program in Horticulture (Fruit Science) at the Indian Agricultural
