Leh, November 27: The Hon’ble Lieutenant Governor of Ladakh, Shri Kavinder Gupta, today reiterated that 

Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s vision of a New India is firmly anchored in youth creativity, innovation and 

cultural pride.
