
LG Cup Horse Polo Tournament 2025 concludes at Drass  

Kargil, August 28, 2025: The LG Cup Horse Polo Tournament 2025 concluded with great enthusiasm at Drass, 

with Hon’ble Lieutenant Governor, Ladakh, Shri Kavinder Gupta and Chairman and Chief Executive Councillor 

(CEC), LAHDC Kargil, Dr. Mohd Jaffer Akhoon graced the event. Their presence at the historic ground was 

marked by an impassioned address in which the CEC underlined the cultural legacy and pride associated with 

the traditional sport of horse polo in Ladakh. 

Dr. Jaffer Akhoon noted that horse polo is not just a game but a living testimony of Ladakh’s heritage and 

valor, a tradition that binds generations together.

A total of 17 teams—12 men’s and 5 

women’s—from across Ladakh participated in the prestigious tournament, showcasing both passion and skill 

on the field.
