Chief Secretary reviews innovation projects at NIELIT, Leh

The presentation also covered ongoing innovations and future projects being developed by the institute, like
Bidirectional Solar Electric Vehicle with Al-based TERRAIN detection and ADAPTIVE TORQUE CONTROL, loT-
based smart apricot and vegetable dryer, solar Peltier-based hot and cold storage system, loT-based beer
detection system for Kargil, all-in-one solar generator and many more.

Emphasising the importance of nurturing innovation at the grassroots level, the Chief Secretary stressed the
need for establishing parallel laboratory setups in colleges to enhance practical learning and technological
exposure for students.

Later, the Chief Secretary visited the institute’s laboratories, where Interns demonstrated their ongoing and
completed projects. He interacted with the students and appreciated their efforts, encouraging them to
continue contributing towards innovation and technological advancement in the region.
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
